Today we met to discuss the upcoming special meeting regarding the proposed reinstated 

indentures, along with working on our annual proposed budget, which is an annual requirement 

of the board.  Items discussed were: 

1.​ Annual budget was discussed, this typically goes out to the community around 

May 1st.  

2.​ We are likely going to push sending the budget proposal to the end of May, as we 

are waiting to see how the proposed reinstated indentures vote goes.   

3.​ Also, another reason for a slight delay is the board is having Jessica work up an 

accounting proposal for lowering our CPM commitment to only accounting 

rather than the full service.   

4.​ We have our annual meeting in June, several items will be dispersed to the 

community that we will need to discuss as a group.  These are in no particular 

order of importance, and these are not things that we need to put into action 

this calendar year, but the are things we need to start thinking about: 

a.​ Increase assessments? (we will have proposed budget to simulate 

several options for feedback) 

b.​ Fountains in ponds? (same as above, for feedback, discussion, cost 

discussion) 

c.​ The lowering of our commitment to CPM to only include the 

financial component, rather than the full service.
